Abstract. The article conceptualizes strategic assistance as an integrated instru-
ment of international support in wartime and uses assistance to Ukraine as the main
empirical case. The research is based on qualitative methodology that combines theoret-
ical analysis, comparative approach, case-study logic and content analysis of academ-
ic publications, official documents and analytical datasets on international aid. The
study draws on three major international relations paradigms — neorealism, neoin-
stitutionalism and constructivism — and links them with the Humanitarian-Devel-
opment-Peace Nexus in order to explain donor motives, coordination mechanisms and
transformational effects of aid.

The results show that strategic assistance should not be treated as a sum of isolated
military, economic or humanitarian packages. Its effectiveness depends on the extent
to which these components are coordinated within a common strategic framework. The
Ukrainian case demonstrates the highest level of such integration among recent con-
flicts. The Ramstein format and related capability coalitions institutionalized military
coordination, while the Nordic-Baltic 8 countries provided an especially clear example

of how donor security interests, normative solidarity and Ukraine’s transformational
needs can converge in practice.

The practical contribution of the article is the analytical matrix “HDP x donor
motives”. It makes it possible to assess non-lethal assistance not only by the volume
of resources but also by its function in a broader resilience cycle. The findings indi-
cate that the strongest transformational effect is produced by a portfolio logic of sup-
port that combines deterrence, macrofinancial stabilization, humanitarian protection,
institutional modernization and localization of production capacities. This approach
strengthens wartime resilience and simultaneously creates preconditions for post-war
recovery and long-term institutional adaptation.
